1. Obesity.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus, insulin-dependence.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. History of a toe removed because of infection.

7. Osteoarthritis.

The patient’s blood pressure was elevated also, so he saw Dr. Schwartz and the patient is started on hydralazine 25 mg once a day. RPM started with the patient by Dr. Schwartz and advised to take two a day. His blood pressure is increased and also triglycerides increased, so the patient started on Vascepa 1 g two capsules with meals twice a day. He is taking nebivolol 20 mg twice a day and amlodipine/benazepril 10/40 mg one capsule daily. The patient does have mild chronic kidney disease with creatinine of 1.57. The patient is a nonsmoker.
His history includes:

1. Colonoscopy on 03/21/22, EGD and a polyp removal.

2. Right knee replacement in 2002.

3. Left toe amputation, amputation of the right big toe.

4. Left heart cath 50% right coronary artery.
5. The patient does have atherosclerotic heart disease with coronary artery disease without angina I25.0.
6. The patient has low T and gets testosterone AndroGel from the urologist.
