History: Mr. Nieto is a 73-year-old white male who was found to have a scab or a lesion on his lower lip on one side on the right side and he was peeling it out and it would recur. So, he asked me about it and I told him that it is best to see dermatologist because without doing a biopsy we cannot tell if it is cancer or whatever, but the patient was referred to the dermatologist, he ended up seeing Dr. Andres Garcia who removed the lesion. We do not have the biopsy report, but apparently the patient was referred to Dr. Ryan Ahern, a dermatologist on Rock Prairie Road who does Mohs surgery, so the patient is referred to Dr. Ahern for Mohs surgery on the lower lip. The patient states he was advised Polysporin to be put on the scar after the biopsy was done and he was advised to put it eight times a day. He would clean his lip eight times a day with little hydrogen peroxide and then put the Polysporin. He states there is nothing to see now, but I told him that it looks like that the cancer was little bit spread underneath and that is the reason he is sent for the Mohs surgery and he will be seen in the office in a month. He did want his refills on Viagra today.
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
