History: Ms. Chunn was seen after several months. Ms. Chunn states right now she has a job in Georgetown, Texas and she does have insurance. She states she lives with her boyfriend in Austin and she has a dog and it does not look like that is going to work out with her living there with the boyfriend because of the dog. She states the dog messed up his apartment. She states she is planning to give 30-day notice to her employer as interviewing for a job here in Bryan-College Station and will keep a long-distance relationship with her boyfriend. The patient is single and has no children. She has worked most of the times maintaining apartments. The patient has history of mood disorder, attention deficit disorder and depression because of her loss of job and insurance change last time. Michelle ended up seeing Dr. Lindsey at Scott & White Clinic and he prescribed her Focalin as it was difficult to get Adderall at that time. For her mood, she ended up getting gabapentin in very high doses to stabilize her mood. She is also on Prozac 20 mg a day. She is on valsartan for her blood pressure. The patient states she feels she is overmedicated and wanted to ask my opinion about getting hospitalized for detox and getting off all medicines and see how she does. I did advise the patient she had mood disorder, attention deficit disorder and depression and this is a long-standing thing, so she will probably have to be on some medicine or the other and that it is not a good idea to get off and I told her that gabapentin in this high dose can cause lot of memory problems. The patient states but it keeps her in good shape. So, I told her that it is really not a good idea; if she feels her mood disorder is not controlled, she can go to the hospital for proper medication management, but getting off the pills is not what I would recommend at this time. She states the other doctors are doing blood work to keep their medication management good. Her blood pressure is good. She states she does want to give notice to her previous job, which is a high deductable and she will start; she has interviewed a new vaccine place here as a manager and she hopes she will get the job and then move here. Her med list reviewed and reconciled. Physical exam is essentially normal. Also, the patient states she has an eye appointment today, but her main problem today besides other things is she has signs and symptoms of urinary tract infection with burning and frequency and she is advised Bactrim DS. She has taken Bactrim in the past. She is advised to drink plenty of p.o. fluids and use Azo and she will be seen in the office in four to six weeks or earlier if need be.
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
