History: Ms. Cooper was seen today. She works at Walgreens. She has type II diabetes mellitus. She is on Ozempic though she is not taking it regularly and her sugar was a little bit high today. She has seen Scott & White gynecologists and recently she states her Pap smear earlier in the year showed HPV 18; because of that, Dr. Margaret Appleton at Scott & White did a colposcopy, which was negative. The third thing is she sees Dr. Mahesh Dave and he has put her on Wellbutrin in addition to Vyvanse. She has followup appointment this month and she will keep up the appointment. The next thing is the patient has bilateral foot pain and she was found to have some bone spurs and she states in the past she was treated with steroid shot in the feet, but Scott & White clinic wants to do MRI of the feet and she was discussing with me about surgical options. I told her using steroid shot is a better option than going for surgery just because she has diabetes. The patient also has polycystic ovary disease and hirsutism. The patient states she understands plan of treatment. She is to continue Wellbutrin and Vyvanse. She is advised to increase the Ozempic to 0.5 mg once a week for four weeks and then we can increase it to 1 mg Ozempic once a week. The patient understands plan of treatment. I do plan to see her after she sees the podiatrist at Scott & White clinic after her MRI and discuss what options he is planning to do.
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
