History: Ms. Atkinson has ulcerative colitis and is on mesalamine enemas for that. The second problem is she has neuropathy affecting her right thigh. She has undergone lot of workup including visiting neurologists and physical therapy and finally pain management who has given two shots in her back. The patient has had iffy results with those steroid shots. The patient is now seeing a chiropractor in Caldwell and who is treating her for this neuropathy. The third thing is she had labs done which were essentially all normal, but the patient’s cholesterol and triglycerides were elevated. She has a high HDL, but the LDL was elevated too. The patient does not want statins because of already the pain of neuropathy and the back pain. So, we decided to get her started on Zetia 10 mg a day. We will see how she does. In the meantime, the patient because of a freak accident fell when she went to San Antonio and broke her right wrist and the patient was referred to Dr. Brazeal who put a cast and then now she has a brace on and it looks like it is healing. She is following with Dr. Brazeal for the fracture of the radius. The patient is also getting physical therapy of her right hand and right forearm. The patient does have an appointment to see Dr. Moore for followup of colitis and whether to continue mesalamine or not. I will see the patient in the office in a month. Several issues were discussed today.
