History: Mr. Doub is a 72-year-old white male who has multiple problems including:

1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
4. He has had coronary artery disease.
5. He has had transitional cell cancer of the bladder and is on multiple medications.
6. He has severe DJD of both knees and is planning to have surgery done on his right knee first. For that, he is obtaining cardiac clearance and he is undergoing some cardiac workup with Dr. Colato before going for surgery.
I had ordered some labs on him. I gave him a copy of the labs. The labs essentially showed A1c to be 7.7, but he has significant amount of proteinuria and the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio is very high indicating microvascular disease. The patient’s creatinine also runs slightly on the high side and I think because of that it may not be a bad idea that the patient see a nephrologist also. The patient recently underwent cystoscopy with Dr. Bhavsar and they could not find any new finding or evidence of cancer, but was told that he may have started to atrophy the right kidney. So, the patient is referred to Dr. Vasudev. The patient understands plan of treatment. He is still anemic with low iron, high iron-binding capacity, but ferritin level is normal. He is using everything to increase his iron level with diet as well as iron tablets. I will see the patient in the office after he sees the kidney doctor.
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
