History: Ms. Ealom was seen today. She was born with scoliosis and several years ago she had extensive surgery over her entire spine to correct the scoliosis surgery. Today, she is not using any assistive device for ambulation, but she gives history of pain suggestive of right-sided radiculopathy. The patient from my standpoint does not become a candidate for any major surgery as she has already had a major surgery stabilizing her spine. I have advised the patient certain exercises, which she is going to try to do. The patient was using antiinflammatory diclofenac 50 mg, but since she changed her insurance from UnitedHealthcare to Humana she is not able to get the diclofenac. I told her to contact the pharmacist that she uses and see if by using this and cards like GoodRx or change health care or whatever, she is able to get diclofenac on her insurance. The patient understands plan of treatment. The patient has lost about 4 pounds of weight. She feels she is losing because of her teeth. The patient states she has bad teeth. She states when she tries to chew the left side of her jaw and the left lower teeth hurt her very bad. So, I have discussed lot of things with the patient and I am going to see her in the office in a month.
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
