History: My staff Teresa came and told me that Mr. Curry, Donna’s husband called and let us know that Donna passed away past Sunday because of a heart attack. I told my staff to get Mr. Curry online. I talked to Mr. Curry to understand what was really going on. Mr. Curry stated Donna had fallen at home and injured her right knee and she saw an orthopedic close to where she lives near Crockett, Texas and the orthopedic advised her to get an MRI and the MRI had shown leaking bone marrow, cracked bone, and torn meniscus. So, the husband stated for their bedroom she had to do lot of climbing, so she was mostly sleeping on the sofa. The husband then stated that she was sitting on the sofa in the morning when he woke up. He came down to make coffee and he told her good morning and she even replied good morning. Then, he went to get the coffee. By the time he made the coffee and came back, she had passed out on the sofa and he called 911 and the patient did not respond. They did everything to resuscitate her, but she could not be resuscitated. I asked the husband as to why he did not want to get autopsy, he stated Donna had suffered a lot in the last two years and he did not want her get cut upon or anything. He states he did not even get life insurance on her because she lost her job on 05/10/23 and the life insurance ended on 05/31/23. He states this happened all of a sudden and she was awake one minute and next minute she was gone and he stated that he did not feel like that he wanted her to suffer any more by going through cutting upon in autopsy. They did not even take her to the emergency room because the EMTs told him that she had passed away. I extended any help to Mr. Curry about the sudden passing away of his wife.
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
