History: Mr. Kody Boyd is an electrician and a tattoo artist and he states he tried to wear long big earrings in both ears and he states he lost both of his earrings because the ear lobule gave up and the rings fell down. So, basically he had a crack where he was wearing the earrings and he has pus and erythema over both ear lobules where he had the earrings. These rings were heavy and big. So, the patient definitely has infection in both of his ear lobules. He also has history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. He states he is sorry he missed his previous appointment; however, since he missed his appointment, we did not refill his medicine. The patient is allergic to sulfa. So, I gave him Keflex instead of Bactrim DS. I gave him ASAP gel. I gave him Bactroban ointment. The patient has no insurance, but has lab work done in September 2022. His med list reconciled. He is on alprazolam 0.25 mg three times a day. I do not suspect abuse. I advised the patient serial exams. He will come back to see me in a week for his ears and then, for other problems, he will be seen in the office in August, at which time lab will be done again.
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
