Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Smith comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of corneal disease that required transplantation in both eyes. As well, she had a retinal detachment on the right side. The right eye lost vision and she started to wear a prosthesis in 2024. She has had elevated eye pressures and uses brimonidine and timolol drops in the left eye. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of the loss of vision. She had to stop working in 1988. She states that she cannot read small print and that she has difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment.
For the examination, she is wearing a prosthesis on the right side and states that she is unable to remove it. The visual acuity on the right side is no light perception and the visual acuity on the left side is hand motions only. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. The pupils are not visible on either side. The intraocular pressure measures 7 on the left side with a Tono-Pen. The slit lamp examination shows a prosthetic shell on the right side. On the left side, there is a full-thickness corneal graft which is scarred diffusely and has significant edema. The fundus examination is not possible on either side. The eyelids show moderate ptosis.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test shows the absence of a visual field on the right side and a near-absence of the visual field on the left side.
Assessment:
1. Corneal transplantation with scarring, left eye.
2. Anophthalmous, presumed, right side.
Ms. Smith has clinical findings that are consistent with the very low vision measured on the left and the absence of vision on the right. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. She cannot read any size print, avoid hazards in her environment, nor distinguish between objects based up on visual cues. Her prognosis is poor.
