This patient was seen by me last time on 05/20/2023 and she had denied feeling depressed. She was continued on the medication that was working for her, which was Seroquel 150 mg q.h.s., Cymbalta 60 mg two daily, and Klonopin 1 mg half t.i.d. and one h.s. The patient has been treated with TMS where she was doing good, but now she is reporting depressed mood because she states her back has been acting up. She is planning to go for back surgery. I told her that when I examined her last time that back surgery, may require some medications, and the prescriber who is prescribing it for her back surgery, will have to be monitoring those medications along with the current medicines.

Last few days, we got calls from Home Health Services as well as the patient showed up today with her spouse in our office. Her appointment was in the afternoon, but she came earlier. We were busy, we had asked them to wait, but they chose to leave. So, I could not examine her. I have called and left messages. It should be remembered that medications have interactions, and I had already warned this patient about it before.
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
