History: Ms. Jiminez was seen yesterday with extreme fatigue and weakness. She had lost 45 pounds of weight and she had no appetite. She is status post debulking tumor of her abdomen, which is pseudotumor peritonei. The patient was given samples of Ensure. The patient is about six weeks postop.  I have ordered some labs in view of this massive rapid weight loss and the lab results came today and the lab results revealed the patient to have potassium of 2.7 with a slightly elevated AST to 41. Her BUN is 32, which is high and creatinine 0.98. Thyroid is normal, but hemoglobin is 10.3, hematocrit 33.7, platelet count 316,000. Her sedimentation rate is 101, which is also significantly high. I called the patient and finally I was able to get hold of her after several calls and talked to her as well as the son and told him to come and pick up a note for the ER that I am writing as I am very close to the emergency room at St. Joseph and the letter revealed that the patient has traumatic rhabdomyolysis, has history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. Ms. Jiminez’s son was given a note and advised to take her to St. Joseph ER where they are going to give her supplement of potassium and IV fluids to improve her hydration and I will see her in the office in a week.
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
