History: Ms. Soto was accompanied by her daughter. Ms. Soto has just recently started on insurance. She was diagnosed as having saccular aneurysm and a mild stroke after the bleed from the aneurysm. This was when she was in Temple, Texas. The patient was advised at least once a year, the patient states she has no insurance and no coverage, so she did not get anything done for three years, but recently she is noticing she is dropping things from her hand. She is having word-finding problems. There are no seizures. She has not been on Keppra for a longtime and was told she does not need it. The patient saw the cardiologist for irregular heartbeat and undergoing workup. Her echocardiogram done recently was normal. The patient’s previous history was reviewed and the patient does need to see neurologist as to what to order currently for the diagnosis, whether MRA is worth. She does not want to go to Temple, Texas, because she states she has a pending bill of $200,000 with them. I gave her two names of Scott & White Neurology as well as Dr. Moghalu. If they are not able to see her soon, we will try to use the neurosurgeon to help us out or may have to send her to Methodist in Houston. The patient understands plan of treatment. The patient also has been started on Chantix for tobacco cessation. To summarize, the patient needs testing to see whether the aneurysm has expanded or if it is leaking. The patient is going to let me know soon, so that we can make a referral to the appropriate place. I told her this was shared decision-making and that she has to do her part and let us know who she wants to see and when she is able to see if any before we start sending copies of the records to different doctors.
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
