Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Smith comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. Currently, she works in the food service at the Detroit Public Schools. She states that she has difficulty functioning in the work environment because of low vision. In particular, this is when she does not wear glasses or contact lenses. She states that she has dyslexia and difficulty reading. She states that she has needed glasses since approximately 4 years old. She does not have a history of eye surgery nor eye trauma. She uses over-the-counter lubricating eye drops.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on the right side and 20/40 on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of –17.00 –1.75 x 180 on the right and –18.00 –1.00 x 020 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/25 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 10 on each side. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows only mild myopic changes in the posterior segment. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type perimeter with a III4e stimulus shows 120 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 120 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Myopia.

2. Astigmatism.

Ms. Smith has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of low vision when she does not have glasses nor contact lens correction. However, in her best corrective state, she is able to read small and moderate size print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is good.
