Dear Disability Determination Service:

Kyrie comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He is accompanied by his father, Milton, who provides the history. Apparently, Kyrie is noted at a young age to have a “lazy eye.” According to the records, he was seen by Dr. Gianfermi on 03/13/2018 and was noted to have a right-sided intermittent exotropia and nystagmus. The records show an order for patching of the left eye. There has been spectacle correction since approximately 3 years old. There has been no eye surgery. There are no eye drops. The father states that Kyrie is in the first grade and he is doing well in school.
On examination, Kyrie presents as a very easy going and compliant person to examine. The best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/30 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.75 –0.50 x 180 on the right and +1.50 –0.50 x 180 on the left. Near acuity with the distance correction measures 20/20 on the right and 20/30 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance shows a small esotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Intraocular pressures measured 20 on each side with the i-Care tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.5 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus with a Goldman-type perimeter shows 125 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 117 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Hyperopia.

2. Amblyopia, left eye.

Kyrie has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment and the school environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. The history shows nystagmus and an exotropia. These are not seen today. However, they are not relevant to his functioning which is quite good at this time. His prognosis is good.
