History: Mr. Ricky Perry is a 63-year-old white male who is here to get a checkup. He states he is to see Dr. Gehring at Scott & White, but decided to come here because he has some problems of how he handled him when he was to return to work. He states he got a very severe COVID-19 infection and he was out of work for almost two years. He got very depressed too. He used to see Dr. Mahesh Dave for depression. He states when he went to see Dr. Gehring, not only did he release that he wrote that he needs to drive again; to note, he works as a truck driver driving for Walmart. He states now everything is cleared up because he had a DOT physical and he passed the physical and he has been driving for six months. He has not had any problem.
Personal History: He is single and divorced. He has just one child who is 27 years old. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He does not do drugs.
He states he saw the eye doctor. He has new glasses and ended up passing the eye exam test for the DOT license, but he has developed a cataract in the left eye, which is affecting his vision and will need surgery.
He states he has also had problem in his left knee and he is going to need knee replacement sometimes. He states Walmart has its own doctors at a hospital in Dallas where they do all the surgeries and he states Walmart encourages its clients to do the surgery there. He states many years ago he needed ablation. He does not know the diagnosis, but it seems like he had preexcitation syndrome for which he had ablation done, has not had any problem. He did have a gallbladder surgery done.

Review of Systems: He denies chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or abdominal pain. He states he had finished high school and some college. He had done sales all his life, but past six years he is doing truck driving. The heart ablation for WPW was in the year 2000. He states he takes minoxidil and/or Rogaine for hair growth. He states he has alopecia in the back of his head.
Physical Examination: Normal and as in the chart.
Vital Signs: As in the chart.

He states his biggest problem was having COVID-19 in 2020 and not able to go to work; he was on long-term disability, but he is out of his disability, feeling good. He is advised complete lab and EKG. He has had history of left knee torn cartilage. He drove himself to the office.
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EKG done.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Left eye cataract.
2. Left knee pain.
3. History of long COVID with fatigue and weakness.

4. History of ablation for preexcitation syndrome.

5. History of bladder stones.
6. EKG shows sinus bradycardia.
I have advised CBC, CMP, lipids, TSH, and PSA and we will see him in the office in a month.
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
