History: Mr. Ramsey had a telephone visit today. He is not equipped with phone that could do a video visit. His wife usually assists him in that, but his wife is at work. Mr. Ramsey has:

1. Rheumatoid arthritis.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hyperlipidemia.
He is otherwise doing good. He states for the past one week off and on he has had dry cough, sore throat and he has checked his COVID-19 test two or three times; twice it is negative and twice it is slightly positive. So, he wanted to see what to do further. He does not feel sick. He is not running high fever. He has not had bad coughing spells or shortness of breath. In view of this, I suggested he take Tylenol, maybe some cough syrup and rest and wear a mask; wearing a mask protects him as well as others and I do not think he is a candidate for COVID medication. Also, he discussed about his rheumatologist’s passing away, which is Dr. Michael Rossman and I told him that Scott & White will probably arrange for other rheumatologist. The patient does not want any medication for COVID-19 infection too. He will contact me if he is feeling more sick and I will see him in the office in a month.
The patient’s diabetes, high blood pressure, high cholesterol, rheumatoid arthritis, all issues were addressed in this visit and everything seems stable except he will need to see a new rheumatologist.
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
