History: Ms. Jiminez is a 77-year-old white female. She had debulking of her tumor in her belly; the tumor was pseudomyxoma peritonei, in Houston. A followup in the office, the patient had lost weight and became hypotensive and had no taste. The lab work revealed severe hypokinemia. IV fluids and IV potassium changed her outlook, she is feeling much better and states her taste has come back. Her lab results of 07/26/23 discussed. Her sodium is 137, potassium 3.8, BUN 15, creatinine 0.76 which are much improved, magnesium also after supplementation is 1.6 and sugar is 95. The patient’s hemoglobin is still low 8.6, but the patient is starting to take iron. The patient states she is waiting for the Cancer Center to call her, but I told her that she will have to call and make an appointment. I told her we will have to repeat the lab work in a month right after the Labor Day weekend and then I have to see her in the office after that. The patient understands plan of treatment. I am going to see her in the office after her labs. Her son is going to come and pick up the lab slip from our office, so that we know they went for the test.
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
