Dear Dr. Dowling:

Tyler comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. The request was for this to include a dilation, corneal topography, and prism diopters of strabismus. Tyler has a history of strabismus surgery in 2009. He recently saw an optometrist who suspected amblyopia. Apparently, Tyler started to wear glasses when he was six months old. He does not have prisms in his glasses, but he does wear bifocals. He is in good health. He does not use eye drops nor take systemic medications. He does not have medication allergies.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20. This is at distance and near with a correction of +1.75
–3.50 x 018 on the right and +2.00 –3.25 x 175 on the left. The near acuity is with an ADD of +3.00. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Of note, the muscles are measured with correction. The intraocular pressures measure 20 on the right and 18 on the left with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable. 

Corneal topography is obtained. It shows bow tie astigmatism on both sides. There is no keratoconus.

Stereopsis testing is obtained which is positive for the fly, but he is unable to recognize the circles nor the animals. This puts his depth perception at less than 800 seconds of arc.

Assessment:
1. Astigmatism.

2. Accommodative insufficiency.

3. Amblyopia.

The amblyopia is very mild. This is recognized because he does have 20/20 vision with each eye. However, his stereopsis is quite poor. The accommodative insufficiency is corrected well with the bifocal.
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He does not need prism in his glasses. His eyes are balanced when he wears regular glasses. Therefore, the documented prism diopter is zero. His prognosis is good. He does not show progressive disease and he should be able to tolerate austere environments.
