Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Zakareya comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He speaks Arabic and the translation is provided by an Arabic speaking employee. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of blurred vision. He has a history of working as a janitor, but stopped approximately 10 months ago because of back pain. He states that he experienced head trauma approximately 25 years ago in Syria. When he awoke from the trauma, he was sensitive to light and had blurred vision. He was 19 years old at the time and he had cataract surgery on the left eye at that time. Many years later, in 2022, he had cataract surgery on the right side. He uses Xiidra and azelastine drops in both eyes. He states that his eyes are dry and he has difficulties with night vision. He states that he is sensitive to headlights.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/25 on the right and 20/50 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –0.75 x 170 on the right and plano on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/25 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are somewhat irregular, but reactive. There is no afferent defect appreciated.  The muscle movements are smooth and full and orthophoric. Applanation pressures are 11 on the right and 9 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild peripheral corneal scarring on the right side only. There is a clear posterior chamber lens implant on the right side and mild posterior opacification to the lens implant on the left side. There is a small superior iridotomy on the right side. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing kinetic perimeter with a III4e stimulus and without correction shows 82 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 72 degrees of horizontal field on the left. The reliability is acceptable. Clinically, the visual fields are not constricted.

Assessment:
1. Pseudophakia, bilateral.

2. Secondary cataract, left eye.

Mr. Zakareya has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. The measurements were not taken with a hand-held assistive device. It does not seem that he needs one. His effort seemed adequate during the examination.
