This is a video visit.
History: Ms. Deme is a 91-year-old elderly white female and I reviewed her visit in the emergency room at Scott & White Clinic on 08/17/23. The patient had accidentally fallen on the floor and sustained open wounds on the right elbow, right leg and left elbow. The wound on the right leg appears fairly big as I see on the video visit on Doxy.me. There is some redness around it. There seemed to be some fluid-filled blisters. The patient does not seem to be in any pain. She is not running fever. She is not coughing. She is on Keflex. I reviewed the Scott& White ER notes and apparently they did extensive CAT scans of the neck, back and essentially everything was normal except for some osteopenia. There was an old fracture and has a collapsed T11 vertebra from the past. The patient was earlier on blood thinners because of TIA and atrial fibrillation, but since then has been off it. She has rheumatoid arthritis. She has been on steroids. She is still on disease-modifying agents and she has these big wounds and, after looking at the wounds, I think she definitely needs wound care. The patient states she has had wound care in the past also when she lived in California. Her niece Ms. Stephanie who usually brings her also is aware of these wounds. She is trying to take care of these wounds at home, but I think she will need more instructions and more wound care from the Wound Care Center. The patient understands that. I am sending a referral to the Wound Care Center and then I will do another video visit with her on this coming Thursday. The patient has to let me know when she gets the visit for wound care. Otherwise, we may have to refer her to maybe Scott & White Clinic and see when they would be able to see her. I think I sense an urgency for the wound care at the Wound Care Center. The patient otherwise is okay. Her med list reconciled. She has no chest pains. No shortness of breath. Does not appear in any distress. Serial exams needed. Wound care needed.
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
