History: Ms. Hedderman was seen today accompanied by husband. Ms. Hedderman was having balance problems, vertigo, and frequent falls even after having back surgery and neck surgery and steroid shots. So, I had done MRI of the brain that showed hydrocephalus and, because of the hydrocephalus, I sent her to neurologist. She states Dr. Rickey Reynolds saw her on Rock Prairie Road and Dr. Rickey Reynolds then referred her to Dr. Friedman. She was admitted for three days at a hospital in Temple, Texas to see the viability of the shunt and all that and, after all that, she had a cardiac clearance with Dr. Lechin with the echo and they cleared her for surgery and the patient is set up for surgery on the brain to put a shunt for the hydrocephalus on 11/16/23. The patient denies today any other problems. She is using a cane for ambulation. She has still the same symptoms, but is happy that something is being done for the shunt. She states Dr. Reynolds saw her in the same office as Dr. Moghalu and that Dr. Moghalu has apparently left the office or left town. The patient has not had a flu shot and a Fluzone was given to the patient. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I plan to see her in about four to six weeks after her surgery.
Medications: The patient is on multiple medications including:

1. Carvedilol.

2. Valsartan 80/12.5 mg.

3. Spironolactone.

4. Sotalol.

5. Myrbetriq.

6. Baclofen.

Allergies: The patient has multiple allergies including SULFA, AMIODARONE, KEFLEX and ATORVASTATIN.
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
