This patient had called stating that she was feeling drowsy while driving. I had instructed them before also to not to drive if drowsy. I returned her call. She states she is taking Seroquel 200 mg h.s. and hydroxyzine as needed for anxiety. She is experiencing drowsiness in the morning while driving. I instructed her to cut down the Seroquel to 100 mg and not take the hydroxyzine. We are using Seroquel to support the control of psychosis and the patient is aware of it. I told her that she should take it earlier in the night if she is still experiencing drowsiness. Otherwise, we will just have to change the antipsychotic medications. The patient expressed understanding. Once again, I clarified to the patient as clearly as possible and she expressed understanding that she must not drive or operate machinery if she is drowsy.
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
