History: Ms. Sterling was seen as an emergency visit today because she complained of maculopapular eruption with itching all over her abdomen and back and welts all over her body. Ms. Sonja Sterling had bilateral cataract surgery over past few weeks. She states following the first surgery she was given the eye drops by Dr. Kirkland and nothing happened, but when she used the medicine in the right eye she developed allergic reaction in that she has this itching and rash. She went to the emergency room and she was told it was the eye drops. The patient gives sulfa allergy, moxifloxacin is because of sulfa and it has sulfa in it. The third problem is the patient went and saw Dr. Kirkland and he gave her five days of oral steroids and still advised to continue moxifloxacin.  I told the patient I am at a loss and I do not think I am the one to decide whether she should use any eye drops or not use eye drops. I definitely see the allergic reaction because she has lot of redness and maculopapular eruptions that are coalescing over her front and back of the abdomen and the patient will call tomorrow Dr. Kirkland and get the proper advice. It is my impression that the patient does have allergic reactions to moxifloxacin because she is allergic to sulfa. I do not know why she did not have the reaction before unless they use something different in anesthesia, which is giving her the reaction this time.
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
