Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Davis comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of keratoconus for which he wears scleral contact lenses. As well, he has had laser treatments for glaucoma to both eyes and cataract surgery on the right side. As well, he states that he had a laser for a torn retina on the right side only. He uses latanoprost, Cosopt, and brimonidine drops in both eyes. He states that he worked in an office at a clerical position until 2014 when he started to experience a decline of vision. He states that most of his work was at the computer and he had difficulties reading small and moderate size print as well as distinguishing between small objects. Additionally, he has trouble with his vision to the extent that he feels he cannot drive a car safely. A review of his records shows a 10-2 central visual field test on the right side with near total loss and a 24-2 visual field on the left side with a small central island and inferior arcuate scotoma.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/300 on the right and 20/60 on the left. He states that he is unable to remove his scleral contact lenses for the examination, so an over-refraction is performed. With an ADD of +2.00, the near acuity measures 20/200 on the right and 20/60 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle balance shows a right-sided exotropia. Applanation pressures with the i-Care measure 9 on the right and 7 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral corneal steepening and inferior thinning. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. There is a clear posterior chamber lens implant on the right side and a moderate nuclear sclerotic cataract on the left side with anterior cortical haze. The fundus examination shows peripapillary atrophy on both sides with a cup-to-disc ratio of approximately 0.9 on both sides. The maculae are myopic. The eyelids are unremarkable.
