History: Mr. Wade was my patient initially, then he had shifted to Scott & White to another physician because of insurance problems and returned back to see me because he was getting frustrated that he has diarrhea and, even after GI workup and everything, he was not able to control the diarrhea. Proper H&P was done. The patient has had gallbladder surgery in the past. He does run elevated cholesterol and I decided to give him some Questran or cholestyramine resin. The patient states it has worked like a miracle; even after the first dose, his diarrhea stopped. He was very appreciative and thankful. I did some lab work on him because he is on spironolactone and it showed high sodium and upper levels of elevated potassium. He is not on furosemide that can explain the effect of spironolactone. I told him to hold off spironolactone 25 mg at this time. I plan to do repeat blood work and, with a joint shared decision-making, it was decided to do it in January. The patient understands plan of treatment. The patient is going to get checked for comprehensive metabolic panel, will be given to the patient. Also, during the exam, we noticed redness of his eyes. The patient states in his both eyes he has seen some subconjunctival hemorrhage and he has not sneezed or coughed hard recently. I advised him seeing an eye doctor. He states he used to see Dr. Marr and he will see any doctor in their office at this time. I checked his platelet count that was done last month and was normal. He has no vision problem. He does have anorectal cancer. The patient is very happy that his main problem that he was suffering for several months has resolved. Metamucil that he was taking as fiber does not help him with the diarrhea. So, several issues discussed. I am going to see him in the office next month at which time a lab where we order comprehensive metabolic panel will be ordered.
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
