HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 62-year-old gentleman, horse trainer, has won many, many awards state and national championship, with his daughter. The patient does not like doctors, does not like to go to the doctors, does not want to be seen by doctor, but he has been “feeling terrible” with cough and congestion for three days and that was what brought him to the hospital today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypogonadism, ED and DJD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right knee.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
MEDICATIONS: Zoloft.

SOCIAL HISTORY: ETOH use occasional. No drug use. No smoking.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother is alive and doing well at age 93. Father died at age 90 because of old age.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 202 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98.8. Respirations 20. Pulse 85. Blood pressure 149/97.
HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Rhonchi. Few rales.
HEART: Tachycardic.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
LABS: Flu A and flu B negative. COVID negative. Strep negative. Chest x-ray shows interstitial pneumonia.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Explained to the patient that he needs to go to the emergency room for further care, he does not want to, he is refusing to go to the ER, he wants to be treated, but he promises to come back tomorrow for a reevaluation. The patient was treated with dexamethasone 10 mg and Rocephin 1 g now, then Levaquin 500 mg once a day and Medrol Dosepak, then to come back in the morning for evaluation. He states if he gets worse, he will go to the emergency room.
2. Above was discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office. Once again, not interested in colonoscopy or any maintenance examination and once again he was told to go to the emergency room, but he adamantly refuses. Hence, the treatment that was offered today and for the patient to come back in the morning.
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
