He does not appear to be tachycardic. He is obese, but he has no history of sleep apnea, hypertension or diabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left knee surgery and neck surgery.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is obese again, but he is very active.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
The patient did a home COVID test that was negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 285 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 18. Pulse 62. Blood pressure 132/73.
HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Rhonchi.
HEART: positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

LABS: Chest x-ray shows what looks like interstitial pneumonia. COVID test is negative. Flu tests A and B are negative. Strep test is negative.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pneumonia.
2. Shortness of breath.

3. Cough.

4. He is not tachycardic.

5. I recommended going to the emergency room, getting IV fluids and IV antibiotics.
6. He adamantly refuses.
7. Treated with Rocephin 1 g now.

8. Dexamethasone 10 mg now.

9. Levaquin 750 mg once a day.
10. Albuterol inhaler.

11. Prednisone 5 mg for the next 15 days.

12. Come back and see us tomorrow.

13. Call if any changes noted.

14. He promises if he gets worse he will go to the emergency room at that time.
