Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. He has dysarthria and has right-sided weakness.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Recent COVID infection with recovery.

2. Cough and congestion significantly improved.

3. Liver cirrhosis.

4. Suspected hepatocellular cancer being followed by oncology.

5. Right-sided weakness due to previous traumatic brain injury.

6. Dysarthria due to previous traumatic injury.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medication. The patient is otherwise doing well. Care plan discussed with the patient and the nursing staff.
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
