SHAFFER, TERESA
This is a 68-year-old woman admitted to hospice with non-small cell cancer; date of diagnosis was 08/20/21. The patient currently is at stage IV. The cancer involves the left upper lobe bronchus as well as distant metastasis including liver, bone, and lymph nodes. The patient currently is 68 years old. She also suffers from hypertension, hyperlipidemia, paroxysmal and atrial fibrillation. The patient has had few courses of chemo and radiation therapy in the past, but the PET scan has shown rather enlarged cavity lesion in the left posterior lobe which unfortunately is also contralateral to fifth rib involvement. This is despite the patient receiving chemo and radiation therapy. The patient has lost weight and has become ADL dependent. She is weak. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is anemic with H&H of 10 and 30. Currently, malnourished with albumin of 2.2. She is in pain, sleeping most of time with significant weight loss of 25 pounds and it has been decided with the patient and family to place her on hospice for end-of-life care. The patient and family realized that she has most likely has less than six months to live and he is hospice appropriate.
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
