The patient is a 74-year-old woman, originally from Houston, separated, has one child, one daughter, used to work at MD Anderson as a registered nurse. She appears much older than stated age.
The patient is currently on hospice with history of COPD, hypertension. No history of diabetes. Angela, her caretaker, tells me that she has had more bouts of confusion. She has dysarthric speech because she has had three strokes with left-sided weakness. She also complains of fatigue. She is ADL dependent, requires help of other people to be able to survive and live by herself. She has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence.
The patient’s blood pressure is 145/80, her O2 sat is 96%, pulse of 100 and she does have O2 available; uses her nebulizer machine at least four times a day.

Because of her stroke, she appears disoriented sometimes; today, she is oriented to person and place.
She states that she does not want to quit smoking, she continues to smoke, which we talked about at length today. She belongs to New York Heart Association Class III with symptoms of orthopnea and PND with minimal exercise. Her left-sided weakness causes tremendous problem as far as her activity is concerned and increases dependence on other people. Overall prognosis is poor and she continues to decline both functionally and cognitively and remains under care of hospice at this time.
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
