HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is 57-year-old male has been admitted to the rehab facility for CVA, history of substance abuse, and depression. The patient was noted to have COVID infection. The patient was managed. Initially, he has a cough and congestion. He was given antibiotic therapy but his healthcare agent declined. Chest x-ray show basilar pneumonitis. The patient was given antibiotic course and that resolved. Currently, he is doing well. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Substance abuse.

2. CVA.

3. Depression.

4. History of H. pylori gastritis treated.

MEDICATIONS: Cyanocobalamin 1000 mcg daily, aspirin 81 mg daily, multivitamin daily, atorvastatin 80 mg daily, MiraLax 17 g daily, artificial tear four times a day for dry eyes, vitamin D supplement 1000 units daily, omeprazole 20 mg daily for GERD, Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n., sennoside 8.6 mg two tablets daily, and docusate 100 mg daily.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
