Mr. Berardino is a 75-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hypothyroidism management. The patient has an extensive medical history including larynx/tongue cancer status post radiation and chemo with subsequent complications related to hypothyroidism. He was diagnosed with cancer around 2014 and it was located at the base of the tongue and he was not a surgical candidate. He also recently had melanoma removed on his left upper back. The patient also had complications of vocal cord atrophy. He also has a history of GERD, hernia, and also history of colon cancer. The patient has no salivary glands and has to get his throat dilated every nine months. He reports symptoms of difficulty swallowing and fatigue. He was previously on thyroid medications. However, he states that he had some sort of reaction to it. He has a complication of osteonecrosis of the jaw from the radiation. The cancer was located on his right side.

Plan:

1. For his hypothyroidism, which was caused by radiation therapy to his head and neck. His thyroid labs revealed his TSH was noted to be elevated at 8.99 and free T4 was 0.87. The patient states that he has  history of trying thyroid medications through his primary care provider Dr. Sharma in South Florida. However, he states that he had some short of reactions to the medication. I called Dr. Sharma and discussed the reaction and believe that it was not in allergic reaction after discussing with Dr. Sharma and therefore we will start him on thyroid hormone supplementation. We are going to use levothyroxine 25 mcg and start him on taking every other day in order for him to built some tolerance to the medications and recheck his thyroid function studies in about six to eight weeks.

2. I will also order thyroid ultrasound to delineate the thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. I will also get TPO antibodies and thyroid globulin antibody levels in order to assess autoimmune thyroid disease.

5. Notably, the patient is also followed by University of Miami Health System Dr. Franzmann Elizabeth in the department of otolaryngology.
6. He has also followed in South Florida by Dr. Evan Landau Board Certified radiologist and oncologist at Genesis Care Center.
