CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of frontal headache with throbbing in the temples and with upper abdominal pain for the past five days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Describes headaches two times in the past five months, not as bad.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: He works at McDonald’s and thinks it may be from being there. Denies stress or intolerance to diet, but not certain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He had a rash on his arm and back for six years without treatment.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits except slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep screen, which was normal.

IMPRESSION: Headache, probably tension and tinea versicolor.

PLAN: Advised to go to the emergency room if he has continued headaches and to follow up with PCP. Given prescription for tinea versicolor, again to follow up with PCP.
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
