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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. An 85-year-old white male that is followed in this office because of CKD stage IV. The patient has the right kidney removed because of renal cell carcinoma; he has a single kidney. He has remained with a creatinine of 2.7, the BUN is 34, and the estimated GFR remains 22 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is consistent with 380 mg/gram of creatinine, which is similar to the prior determinations.
2. The anemia is finally corrected. The patient was going to the Cancer Center. He has been given infusion of iron and Procrit. The hemoglobin is 13 g%.

3. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 139/65.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. Atrial fibrillation. He continues to take the blood thinners.

6. Hyperuricemia under control. The patient remains in very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
