The patient presents with history of congestion and cough for a couple of days. Mother states he vomited one time. He also states he had left ear pain yesterday, now cleared with continued congestion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He states he has trouble breathing at night.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Slight rhinorrhea. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had normal testing which was all negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with congestion with vomiting x 1.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zofran and triamcinolone. Follow up with pediatrician as needed.
