HISTORY: This is a 66-year-old female comes to follow up with high blood pressure. The patient has been experiencing some kind of sensation as although her pulse has not been regular. She has been feeling some kind of palpitation some kind of sensation. She used to be a smoker. She actually quit several years ago. She took Wellbutrin for this. We are going to do an electrocardiogram and we are going to renew her blood pressure medicine although the condition by which blood pressure medicine needs to be renewed may have to change the medication to some kind of a beta-blocker. At present time, she is taking lisinopril 20 mg with 25 mg of hydrochlorothiazide. In terms of laboratories, the last time the laboratories came in her thyroid was normal, hemoglobin and hematocrit was normal, platelets were normal, liver enzymes were normal, and cholesterol was normal. Cholesterol ratio was 1.9, sugar was normal, and glucose was 93 within normal range. All her laboratories are in particularly normal. She is under weight according to the weight chart she is about 114 pounds, blood pressure 142/86 while she is taking medication, pulse of 82, respiration rate of 18, and temperature 98.3. Electrocardiogram show some degree of variation in terms of T-waves nothing unusual and normal sinus rhythm with some ST depression diffusely nothing specific. At present time, we will go ahead and renew the medication for blood pressure. Pulse appears to have a sinus arrhythmia which looks like a different focus with may perhaps some palpitation that she is feeling. Although at present time we cannot really say it is atrial fibrillation. I will go ahead and probably more likely bring her in for a stress test and we will do an echocardiogram next time I see her.
Thank you very much for patient Barger Teresa normal physical examination. My assessment is high blood pressure, sensation of palpitation, and to be seen back in the next three months, sinus dysrhythmia.
