Dear Dr. Gizinski:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Reuter who likes to be known as Patty with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension and anemia of chronic disease.  Her last visit was April 29, 2024.  She has had to make rescheduled several appointments due to heart problems since her last visit.  She denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  She has had a 5-pound weight loss over the last nine months, but she states she has been feeling very well.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No peripheral edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight lisinopril 40 mg daily, Coreg 25 mg twice a day, amlodipine 10 mg daily, and hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg daily, also pravastatin, low dose aspirin, vitamin D3 and Synthroid.
Physical Examination:  The only vital sign the patient could get for us today was her weight 223 pounds.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 11/14/2024; creatinine is 1.55 with estimated GFR of 34 that is slightly lower than previous levels, albumin 4.2, calcium 9.7 and phosphorus 4.4.  Electrolytes are normal.  Hemoglobin slightly low at 11.6 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease stable, no indications for dialysis.
2. Hypertension, on multiple medications.

3. Chronic mild anemia also stable.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three to four months and she will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
