Dear Sailaja: 
This is a followup for Mr. Galvin with chronic kidney disease, has congestive heart failure, low ejection fraction and dementia.  Last visit in August.  He comes accompanied with wife.  Hard of hearing, chronic incontinence, nocturia, chronic edema, dyspnea, poor activity; uses a cane, no falls.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight Coreg, Lasix, and potassium.

Physical Examination:  Today, weight 233 pounds.  Blood pressure 142/80.  Obesity.  Hard of hearing.  Lungs are clear.  Systolic murmur appears regular.  No ascites or tenderness.  4+ edema below the knees.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries: Creatinine 1.85 which is baseline for a GFR of 35 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No progression. No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Present potassium and acid base stable.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  At this moment, no indications for further diuresis.  Lungs are clear.  We need to allow some degree of edema.  Continue salt and fluid restriction and elevation of the legs and wrappings.  Chemistries on a regular basis.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
