Dear Sailaja:

This is a followup for Judy with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in August 2025.  She was in the hospital back in November 2025, for exacerbation of congestive heart failure.  They stopped Lasix and potassium.  They started nitrates and Demadex.  Apparently, COVID was positive. I also saw her in the hospital. Since discharge, following salt and fluid restriction, weight is stable around 228 pounds, feeling tired and constipation.  No bleeding.  No vomiting.  Incontinent of urine, no infection.  Oxygen 2.5 L mostly at night.  Sleeps in a recliner for chronic orthopnea.  Hard of hearing. Normal speech.  Other review of systems negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Noticed the insulin, Demadex, Farxiga, losartan which is now new medication, on beta-blockers.  She follows with cardiology group Dr. Mander.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 149/71.  Weight 228 pounds.  Very pleasant, obesity, alert.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Stable edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, creatinine 1.9 better than in the hospital at 2.4, present GFR 26 stage IV. Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus. Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Anemia 11.4 iron deficiency with ferritin 35, saturation 12. Elevated PTH.
Assessment and Plan:  Recent acute on chronic renal failure from congestive heart failure exacerbation systolic and diastolic, doing salt and fluid restriction and more aggressive diuresis, functionally stable, respiratory failure on oxygen at night.  Anemia, iron deficiency; iron replacement as needed.  Presently, electrolytes and acid base stable.  There is secondary hyperparathyroidism, monitored, presently no treatment.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  No indication for dialysis.  We will see her back in 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
