CC: Review labs with son.

HPI: A 93-year-old female who had baseline labs reviewed with her yesterday and today I have spoken with her son/POA Greg Gottlieb and specifically asked him if he was aware that she had ever had a low platelet count as part of her blood work. He states that that is not something he has been aware of and questioned what could be done about it. I told him I had reviewed her medications and she is not on any medication that would cause this, but she does have MAC chronic and that predisposes the patient to low platelet count and so most likely the cause or at least a contributing factor for her. I explained that we do not transfuse platelets unless there is a medical emergency where patient is in the hospital and we have to stop bleeding. He also asked if I had seen the bruise on her left upper arm. I saw it yesterday and went and looked at it today. I explained to him that it is a light of violet colored bruise, round in shape, over her left bicep, but she has no redness, warmth, or tenderness to palpation. Clearly, there was no evidence of hematoma to firm touch. I reassured him that her chronic history of MAC was most likely the contributing factor to the thrombocytopenia. He was glad to hear that and had no other questions. Again, remainder of CMP and CBC with the exception of H&H and platelet count is WNL.
