CC: Planned move.

HPI: A 77-year-old female who was seen downstairs in the living room area; spoke with her regarding a planned move. The patient has two daughters who live in California; one of them just had a baby and she states that they shared with her that they had planned out the finances and that it makes more sense for her to move closer to them versus the costs they incur coming to visit her. She states that they shared that the family – I am not sure who all that includes – have been having discussions about her and what the best option would be. They wanted to bring everybody together and she was the missing piece, so moving her one out. On one hand she states that it is nice to know they want her to be closer; on the other hand she does not like the fact that she did not get a choice. She states that she will be moving into an assisted living facility. It will be smaller so easier for her to get around and it allows her to have her cat so she will get her big cat back who is now living in California with one daughter and she has a small cat here that shall take with her. Apart from that, she says that she feels good and did not really comment about leaving any people here that she will miss. I did talk with her about calling her neurologist’s office and seeing if she can get copies of notes to take back with her and share with the new neurologist that she will establish with. I also told her that medications that she has here she can take with her and if it looks like there may be a period of time before she can find a new physician, depending on the medication I will write so that she can get refills prior to leaving.

DIAGNOSES: Seizure disorder, unspecified dementia, advanced gait instability with stooping posture over walker, anxiety disorder, depression, history of migraine headache, HTN, DM II, OAB, RLS, chronic pain and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/23/24 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Low-carb DM II diet.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, well groomed, and very chatty.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 157/81, pulse 80, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 151.2 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x 2-3. Speech is clear. She goes from one topic to the next. Affect his animated.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is ambulatory with a walker. She has a new hunched posture. No lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Relocation. The patient is moving to California where her two daughters and grandchildren live. The move is planned for 01/15/25. Again encouraged her to get notes from neurologist and we will refill any medications that she needs to take with her.
