CC: 90 day note.

HPI: A 97-year-old gentleman with moderately advanced dementia and gait instability, uses a walker, with decreased mobility. The patient was seen in his room; he has a recliner that he was sleeping soundly in; television was in front of him turned on; I was able to examine him without him awakening.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia without BPSD, very hard of hearing despite hearing aids, DM II, GERD, HLD, chronic pain management, and constipation.

MEDICATIONS: Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. q.6h. routine, allopurinol 100 mg MWF, Tums chews 750 mg one q.d., docusate one q.d., Mag-Ox one MWF, MiraLax one dose MWF, and calmoseptine q.d. a.m. and post BM.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Valir.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Overweight gentlemen, resting comfortably, did not awaken through exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/52, pulse 62, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and weight 177.2 pounds.

HEENT: He had his glasses on. Nares patent. Facial hair. He is very hard of hearing despite hearing aids.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Slightly protuberant and nontender. Bowel sounds present. Anterolateral lung fields are relatively clear but decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to effort.

SKIN: Dry. No bruises or abrasions noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Advanced dementia. There are no behavioral issues. The patient is quiet. He keeps to himself. He enjoys being in his room watching television. He gets himself to every meal. He has a good appetite. Those are the things he enjoys.

2. Gout. He has had no issues evidencing a flare and remains on allopurinol only a few days a week and will continue.

3. Pain management. He is doing well on routine Norco. Does not appear to sedate him or cause increased confusion. Continue with current care as is.
