CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with frequency of urination for the past three days with history of occasional urinary tract infection three times a year usually. Has a history of fracture right foot three weeks ago with a cast removal and now in altered cast.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. 1+ bilateral CVA tenderness right greater than left.

UA obtained showed presence of ketonuria without pyuria. The patient was given Rocephin 500 mg IM and prescription for Levaquin 500 mg to take daily x 7. Follow up with PCP.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Urinary tract infection, fractured foot, *__________*
PLAN: Follow up with PCP for further evaluation and repeat urine and urine culture as needed.
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
