The patient is for followup of ingrown toenail on left foot both sides, seen a week ago, given Augmentin to take with followup for removal of nail.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Foot: Reduced inflammation and swelling to the lateral and medial margins of the left first toe. There is still evidence of it being ingrown and tenderness to percussion. Remainder of extremity exam within normal limits. Gait: Normal. Neurovascular: Normal. Skin: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
The patient underwent digital block on both sides of the toe with 1% lidocaine and then with removal of nail edges using blunt dissection and excision of lateral nails with pressure dressing with Neosporin. Advised to continue dressing for three days and then resume topical care with soaks and cleaning and continued coverage with sterile dressings. Advised to follow up here in about a week to monitor progress and as needed.
