She also suffers from liver metastasis with intrahepatic bile duct involvement, anemia, as well as protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is very confused. The patient is in pain. She does not want to eat, spits out her food most of the time. She lives at Park Manor. She requires assistant around the clock. She is bedbound. She is now sleeping 18 to 20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%, protein-calorie malnutrition, unavoidable weight loss, decreased appetite and total ADL dependency. Given these findings along with her diagnosis of metastatic brain cancer, the patient remains hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
