CHIEF COMPLAINT: Complained of right ear pain, right gum pain, and dental abscess.

He did take his Augmentin. He did go see a dentist, but they wanted too much money, so he is looking for a different dentist at this time. Also, he received a shot of Rocephin. He states Amoxil really works well for him. I explained to Ronald that Augmentin is amoxicillin and clavulanic acid, but since he is not responding to it, we should try him on clindamycin, he agrees.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, asthma, migraine headaches, depression, and anxiety, all well controlled.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia surgery and shoulder surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Only irbesartan.
ALLERGIES: FISH OIL.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None reported.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does not drink alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 197 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98.8. Respirations 18. Pulse 89. Blood pressure 148/80.

HEENT: There is definite dental caries present. There is no abscess that needs to be lanced today of the right lower jaw. There is red TM and red canal present.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

1. Dental caries.

2. Otitis media.

3. Otitis externa.

4. Clindamycin 600 mg t.i.d. with food.

5. Medrol Dosepak.
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6. Ciprodex.

7. Rocephin 1 g now.

8. Decadron 8 mg now.

9. Toradol 60 mg offered at this time.

10. Find a dentist. He states “I knew that” and he is trying to find one as soon as he can.
