She has not had any blood work done, but knows she needs to do some and she is going to go see Dr. Kreit. She is going to go see him soon.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section.
MEDICATIONS: Keppra 500 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Did not get it.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink. She has an 8-year-old child. She is single. Last period 12/20/23, not pregnant. She knows she should not get pregnant with Keppra.
FAMILY HISTORY: Seizures, heart disease, and diabetes. No cancer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Her weight is stable 125 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 61. Blood pressure 112/57.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Liver does not appear to be enlarged.
