This is a 96-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient has increased shortness of breath decreased activity, symptoms of chest pain, and shortness of breath with slight movements. He has a history of hypertensive heart disease, chronic kidney disease, atherosclerotic heart disease, anemia, history of prostate cancer, and glaucoma. He is not using his O2 at this time. His daughter states that he is sleeping more. He is staying in bed about 14 to 16 hours a day. He has severe sundowner syndrome requires Seroquel. He has a history of rectal pain related to candidiasis, which has improved. The patient is in a class stage IV New York heart Association Classification heart failure. KPS score is at 40%. His daughter comes by on daily basis, but he was still able to maintain his resilience. He has decreased appetite, ADL dependents, and bowel and bladder incontinence. His weight loss is unavoidable related to cardiac cachexia. He is no longer able to use his wheelchair because of weakness and debility. He also has evidence of cryptogenic cirrhosis with ascites and passive congestion of his liver along with pedal edema related to CHF. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
