This is a history and physical examination on Henry Richards.

This 91-year-old male quit smoking in 60s. Prior to that he smoked only little. He does not drink alcohol. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He is here to establish new PCP. However, he complains of shortness of breath on exertion and weakness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has hereditary hemorrhagic telangiectasia so he gets frequent nosebleeds. He also has history of coronary artery disease and hypertension. The patient had GI bleed in the past. His cardiologist is Dr. Spiegel. The patient had an abdominal aneurysm stented two years ago.

MEDICATIONS: He is on several medications, which includes levothyroxine 100 mcg, lisinopril 10 mg, spironolactone 25 mg, and some eye drops.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 91-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet tall, weighing 155 pounds, BMI 21, and blood pressure 142/85.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: He is impaired of hearing.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Irregular with atrial fibrillation.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. HST.
2. Coronary artery disease and hypertension.

3. Symptoms of weakness and shortness of breath.

4. Hypothyroidism.

5. Impaired hearing.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, lipids, TSH, and testosterone level and once available we can make further recommendations.
